NATWEST THRIVE - TIGER’S STORY

NatWest Group created NatWest Thrive in partnership with footballer and campaigner
Marcus Rashford MBE and the National Youth Agency, to help young people to
understand their relationship with money and develop a positive money mindset.
Through a series of face-to-face sessions, youth workers explore activities with their
young people, with the goal of improving young people's money management skills,
confidence, wellbeing and resilience.

Tiger joined the NatWest Thrive programme as one of the young participants on the
pilot scheme. As part of the YLG, Tiger was invited to NatWest head office with his
youth worker Felicha, to be involved in a Careers Day — an opportunity for young
people to learn skills in interview techniques, explore career paths and have the
chance to talk to a host of NatWest staff from different departments and backgrounds,
and hear about their career journeys.

Using the skills and confidence gained throughout the programme, Tiger was inspired
to apply for an apprenticeship position as a financial advisor with NatWest. He was
accepted and has since started his placement. Tiger said:

AAT’s qualifications focus on helping learners to become real-world ready — meaning
they can meet the demands of modern employers and be an asset to the workplace,
or indeed learn the practical skills needed to start up a successful business enterprise.

Every year one in 10 people is put off starting a business due to tax and accounting
worries. This shows the importance of entrepreneurs learning accounting skills to build

the confidence and knowledge required to make forward strides.

Nicola Webb started her journey when she was part of the YE Company Programme
during her time at Oldham College in 2016.

STEM stereotypes start early and are putting girls off tech careers. 71% of teachers
believe that gender stereotypes around STEM careers start before the age of 11.
Teachers say there are too few inclusive and diverse role models in career materials,
with only half of respondents saying the careers materials they have access to are
inclusive and diverse.

The STEM aspiration gap - gender and social mobility have a multiplying effect, with
girls' who experience disadvantages more likely to perceive that a tech career is not
for them. Despite 25% of girls enjoying STEM subjects more than boys, girls in state
school are 69% less likely to aspire to STEM careers than boys.

Teachers need better career resources - the majority of primary school teachers
believe that careers education is important, but only a small minority can access
sufficient careers experiences for their students. 75% of primary teachers believe
that careers education is important in primary schools, but only 15% of primary
teachers felt that the career experiences they had access to were sufficient for their
students.
